Constitution 

Preamble:
We, the members of “Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity Incorporated,” are mature and dedicated men achieving in every field of human endeavor. 

Article I
Name of the Organization
Section 1
This organization shall be recognized as “Omicron Psi Chapter of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity Incorporated.”

Article II 
Objectives

Section 1
The objectives of Omicron Psi Chapter shall be:
· To unite men of culture, patriotism, and honor in the bond of fraternity. 
· To encourage honorable achievement in every field of human endeavor. 
· To promote spiritual, social, intellectual, and moral welfare of members.
· To assist the aims and purposes of colleges and universities.
· To inspire service in the public interest. 
Article III
Membership Requirements

Section 1
1. Qualified male students attending Florida Gulf Coast University are eligible to become members of the organization. 
2. Applicants seeking membership must have a grade point average of 2.5 based on a 4.0 scale.
3. Applicants seeking membership must have completed at least 12 community service hours (service learning hours). 
4. Applicants seeking membership must obtain five letters of recommendation. Two letters must come from the community (pastor, teacher, employer, etc), and three letters of recommendation from financial members of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity Incorporated. 
5. Applicants seeking membership must have obtained at least 12 academic credit hours at Florida Gulf Coast University, unless applicant is a transfer student or agreed upon by chapter’s unanimous vote. 
Article IV
Member Qualities

Section 1
· The disposition to live in close relationship with men of similar values. 
· The wisdom to abide by the will of the majority without sacrificing individuality. 
· The discretion to refrain from destructive criticism. 
· The acceptance of responsibility for any effort that promote fraternity achievement. 
· The desire to strive for, and ultimately achieve, excellence in everything. 
· Maintain discretion in all chapter business.




Article V
Officers Eligibility
Section 1 
A. The officers shall include a Polemarch, Vice Polemarch, Keeper of Records, Keeper of Exchequer, Strategus, Lieutenant Strategus, Historian, and Intake Chairman
B. All officers are expected to hold office for term of one year
C. Elections are to be held in December of each academic year by a written secret ballet. 
D. Eligible members shall have a cumulative GPA of  2.5 and at least 30 academic credit hours. If any member does not maintain the membership requirements of this organization, they shall be placed on probation for one semester. If in at that time, the member has not made satisfactory progress, they can be removed by a majority chapter vote in an effort to refocus on improving academics. 
E. Elected officers will assume office in the following spring semester. 


Article VI
Executive Officers Duties 

Section 1
Polemarch: The Polemarch shall be the official head of the Omicron Psi Chapter. He shall preside at its meetings and have general supervision of its affairs. He shall have the power to appoint all committees that are not otherwise provide by law. He shall have the power to call special or extra meetings when he considers it necessary; provided that in such case every member of the Omicron Psi Chapter is notified in writing at least three days in advance of such meetings. He shall see that officers of the Omicron Psi Chapter shall discharge their duties faithfully, accurately, and promptly, and he shall enforce strict observance to the laws and policies of the Fraternity. He shall sign all warrants for the payment of money authorized by the Omicron Psi Chapter and perform such other duties as may be imposed upon him by law. 
Impeachment: If at any time the Polemarch displays any dishonesty or does not consent with the group when making a fraternal decision, he may be removed from his position, by a majority vote of financial members. 
Section 2
Vice Polemarch: The vice Polemarch shall perform the duties of the Polemarch when the Polemarch is absent otherwise unable to perform such other duties as may be required of him. The Vice Polemarch will preside the chapter committees assuring that all committees are performing according to their designation. 
Section 3
Keeper of Records: The keeper of Records will keep accurate and complete account of all records and transactions of the Omicron Psi Chapter, to conduct its correspondence, to maintain dated records of deaths and other separations, and to submit promptly and accurately all reports required of him. He shall maintain file copies of all Confidential Bulletins and such other releases as may be issued from the International Headquarters Office. He shall keep his records and accounts in well bound books in such form as may be presented by law, sign all warrants authorized to be paid by the Omicron Psi Chapter, and perform such other duties as Omicron Psi Chapter, the Grand Chapter, or Southern Province may impose on him. The books of the Keeper of Records shall be available for inspection at all times by the members of Omicron Psi Chapter and Advisor. He shall perform other duties as may be required of him. 
Section 4
Keeper of Exchequer: The keeper of Exchequer shall have the care and custody of all funds of the Omicron Psi Chapter, and shall pay out the same only upon warrants authorized by the Omicron Psi Chapter and Advisor and signed by the Polemarch, Keeper of Exchequer, and the Keeper of Records. He shall keep a true and accurate account of all receipts and disbursements of his office and well bound books suitable for the purpose, and his books shall be open for inspections at all times by the members of the Omicron Psi Chapter and Chapter Advisor. 
Section 5
Historian: Shall maintain a record of all activities in the form of pictures, articles, etc. The historian is also responsible for obtaining historical information that will benefit the organization and its members by expanding their knowledge base. The Historian shall collect, compile and preserve pictures and biographical data for its chapter. The Historian shall also serve as social media chair.
Section 6
Strategus: The Strategus shall have charge of the approaches to the meeting room when the Omicron Psi Chapter is in session; shall preserve order and decorum, taking care that none not duly qualified enter or retire without permission and perform such other related duties that may be required of him. 
Section 7
Lieutenant Strategus: The Lieutenant Strategus shall assist the Strategus in performance of his duties, act for him in his absence, and perform such other related duties as may be required of him. 
Section 8
Intake Chairman: Shall be responsible of orientating potential interested members and scheduling them to meet with the rest of the officers for a final decision of their membership acceptance. He is responsible for providing them with information needed for new membership. 
Article VII
Procedures and Handling 
1. The Polemarch, Keeper of Records, and Keeper of Exchequer are the only members authorized to disburse funds. Disbursement shall only be made after all members of the organization have cast a vote on the financial endeavor. Only then shall the Polemarch’s signature be obtained to authorize the disbursement of the organization’s funds. 
2. Violations of the aforementioned statutes will be dealt with in an appropriate manner according to the consensus of the organization. 
Dues and Assessments
· Grand Chapter dues shall be set by Grand Chapter
· Province dues shall be set by Province
· Local Dues must be paid to the Chapter ($100 a year or $50.00 per semester).
· To have voting rights, a member must be financial on the National, Province, and local level by March 31st of the Current year. 
· Chapter dues must be paid by 30 days after the first day of class that semester or it will be $5.00 per week

All committees’ reports shall be submitted to the Keeper of Records in writing by close of business Friday. New committees may be formed at the discretion of the Polemarch and Vice Polemarch of the Omicron Psi Chapter. 

By-Laws Reviews 
The By-Laws of the chapter shall be reviewed every year. The Polemarch shall appoint a committee to make necessary modifications to the By-Laws. The chapter By-Laws can be amended by a vote of 50% +1 majority of the financial membership present at the business meeting after proper notification is provided to the chapter thirty days (30) prior to the date of voting. 

Meetings
Section 1
The Fraternity shall conduct general meetings every Thursday commencing at 6:00 p.m. All locations are at the discretion of the Fraternity, which shall be decided by the previous meeting. The meeting shall not exceed one and a half hours unless approved by the majority of the financial members present.
Officer Reports are due by the close of business Friday, and are to be sent to the Keeper of Records and Polemarch. 
Fines will be accessed for tardiness and absence of chapter, after an initial violation of attendance. This can only be excused with valid reason approved by the Polemarch. The fines for tardiness and absence will be 15 and 20 dollars respectively. The fines must be paid within two weeks of being imposed, after that the fines become delinquent and an extra 5$ for every subsequent week. If the offender has not paid their fines a month after the due has been assessed, he will be suspended and shall be privy to consequences. 
A probationary period of two weeks will be imposed after said delinquent member has paid all outstanding balances in full.
· Delinquent member will also be removed from all group communications.
· Not allowed to go to stroll practice or participate in strolling
· Not allowed to be involved with Kappa events
Each member is required to report 5 study hours to the Academic Chair. The Academic Chair is designated by the member with the highest cumulative GPA. The Academic Chair is to report the chapter study hours along with his own to the chapter adviser. 
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
